
ORDINANCE NO. 129A-84 
 

AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING THE PROVISIONS OF THE 
UNIFORM BUILDING CODE AS IT CURRENTLY EXISTS 
AND MAY HEREINAFTER BE REVISED AND AMENDED; 
REPEALING ALL PREVIOUS ORDINANCES OR 
RESOLUTIONS AND CONFLICTS THEREWITH; 
CONTAINING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE, A PENALTY 
CLAUSE, AND PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION AND AN 
EFFECTIVE DATE   

 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE CITY OF 

WILLOW PARK, TEXAS:  
 

I. 
 

"The Uniform Building Code is hereby formally adopted as the official regulatory 
building code to govern construction of buildings and structures within the corporate 
limits of the City of Willow Park, Texas. Moreover, as such amendments are made to the 
Uniform Building Code, such amendments are expressly made a part of this Ordinance to 
the end that the Uniform Building Code, as amended from time to time and as revised, 
shall likewise continue to be the official building code for the City of Willow Park, 
Texas,  and all such future revisions and amendments are expressly considered and 
incorporated within the terms and provisions of this enabling and adopting act.  
 

II. 
 

All previous Ordinances and Resolutions adopted by the Board of Aldermen that 
are in conflict with any of the provisions of the Uniform Building Code are hereby 
repealed to the extent of such conflict only. Otherwise, all previous Ordinances and 
Resolutions adopted by the Board of Aldermen shall continue in full force and effect.  
 

I I I . 
 

Should any paragraph, section, sentence, or phrase set forth and contained in this 
Ordinance be deemed to be unconstitutional or illegal by a court of competent 
jurisdiction, then, such finding shall in no manner affect the remaining sections, 
paragraphs, sentences, or phrases contained in this Ordinance. The Board of Aldermen 
hereby empress their intent to pass this Ordinance and each and every part thereof 
independent of any finding by a court of competent jurisdiction that a particular portion is 
unconstitutional or invalid.  

 
IV. 

 
Any person, firm or corporation that violates, disobeys, neglects or refuses to 

comply with, or that resists the enforcement of, any of the the provisions of this 
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Ordinance shall be fined not less than Ten Dollars ($10), nor more than Two Hundred 
Dollars ($2.00) for each offense. Each day that a violation is permitted to exist shall 
constitute a separate offense and shall be punishable as such.  
 

The City of Willow Park may also bring suit for injunction against any person, 
firm or corporation that shall violate or threaten to violate any of the provisions of this 
Ordinance in order to prevent a continued violation of such threatened violation  
 

V. 
 

This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its passage and 
publication as required by law
