
 
 

ORDINANCE NO. 277-90 
 

AN ORDINANCE OUTLINING THAT ALL PREREQUISITES OF LAW 
HAVE BEEN MET AS SET FORTH IN CHAPTER 253.001 OF THE LOCAL 
GOVERNMENT CODE WITH REGARD TO THE DISPOSAL OF PARK 
PROPERTY; DECLARING THE RESULTS OF THE ELECTION INCIDENT 
THERETO; DECREEING THAT THERE NO LONGER EXISTS A GENUINE 
NEED FOR SUCH PARK PROPERTY AT LOT 38, BLOCK 1, WILLOW 
CREST ESTATES; OUTLINING OTHER PREREQUISITES COMPLIED 
WITH BY THE CITY; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE SUCH 
INSTRUMENTS OF SALE AND CONVEYANCES AS MAY BE REQUIRED; 
CONTAINING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE AND PROVIDING AN 
EFFECTIVE DATE. 

 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE CITY OF 
WILLOW PARK, TEXAS: 

 
I. 

 
The Board of Aldermen recognize that the citizens of the City of Willow Park by 

popular vote have determined that there no longer exists a need for park purposes of 
certain real property described as Lot 38, Block 1, Willow Crest Estates; an addition to 
the City of Willow Park, Parker County, Texas. Moreover, appropriate and proper 
advertisements have been placed in the official newspaper seeking bids of those who 
might be interested in purchasing the same. Those bids have been received, reviewed and 
considered. 
 

II. 
 

The Board of Aldermen find that all prerequisites of Chapter 253.001 of the Local 
Government Code have been fully complied with and that the sale of such real property 
as described above is both warranted and appropriate. 
 

III. 
 

The Mayor is hereby authorized and directed to execute such deeds and 
instruments of conveyance as may be necessary and appropriate to sell and convey the 
property formerly dedicated for park purposes and described above to William Cassels 
the high bidder responding to notice of sale. 
 

IV. 
 

Should any section, clause or provision of this ordinance be declared by a court of 
competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of this 



ordinance as a whole or part thereof, other than the part so declared to be invalid. 
 

V. 
 

This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 
passage and publication as required by law.
